Attached is a copy of the Judgment dismissing all claims raised by the plaintiff in Pierce County
Superior Court Cause No. 03-2-03873-9 in response to your public records request. As you will
see, the plaintiff took nothing.

By way of background, the plaintiff raised a number of claims and allegations seeking to recover
a large sum of money. He did not succeed. Instead, due to his breach of contract arising from
filing the lawsuit seeking to ignore substantive terms of his mutually-negotiated and accepted
agreement, the City was under no obligation to provide sewer service to his property. Other
owners honored the terms of their contracts and received service. The plaintiff did not receive
service until after he dismissed his lawsuit and agreed to fulfill his contractual obligations. In
short, the City prevailed.
